Corps fees and additional practice times/clinics apply to these
groups. Elite Corps Groups are eligible to participate in Fundraising opportunities to raise funds for their
individual Corps Fees, as well as the General Corps Fund. Entry into the Elite Corps Groups is tryout-based.
Primary Corps is a stepping-stone to Juvenile Corps. Elite Corps Groups attend twice-weekly Baton class,
along with Jazz and Ballet.
